Speaker reimbursement

In recognition of contributions to the conference, CORD is pleased to reimburse airline travel expense (21 day advance coach), one night's hotel accommodation, and up to $100 miscellaneous expenses. Registration fee for the conference is waived; however, a registration form must be completed and submitted to the office.

CORD Member speakers (please refer to CORD membership directory on the SharePoint website)
In recognition of contributions to the conference, CORD is pleased to waive conference registration fee for didactic session leaders and panel discussion leaders.   Participation on a panel does not general rise to the level of free registration.  A registration form must be completed and submitted to the office.
Track Speaker Guidelines

Please try to limit the number of speakers for each track to two non-member speakers and 15 CORD member speakers.   With four tracks, that is 8 non-member and 60 CORD member speakers, not including the needs of the specialty track.   To the extent that speakers can be use more than once would be appreciated.

Committee Chairs

The co-chairs of the Planning Committee will have a modest discretionary fund for on-site urgent issues.

AV-equipment

The add on cost from the hotels for AV equipment is large (in 2009 it was >$50,000 and more than 25% of the budget).   Each session can expect one standard set up of an AV projector, laptop, screen and a microphone.  Additional AV equipment can be requested, but needs to be approved by the Committee Chairs.
